To stay up-to-date with our progress, ask about what’s happening in science class often. Talk about and use the unit’s vocabulary words whenever you can. 

To reinforce what we’re doing, try this activity with your child. 

	Explore states of matter with your child by playing a fast-paced game of What’s the State?
· To play, you name something and your child names the state of matter. For example, if you say, “Milk!” your child says, “Liquid!” 
· 
Then reverse roles. This time, your child names something and you name the state of matter.    
· After several rounds, change the game. This time, you name a state of matter and your child names an example. For instance, if you say, “Solid!” your child names a solid, such as wood.
· Use a tally sheet to keep track of the number of error-free exchanges in one minute. Two minutes. Five minutes. 
· Invite other family members to play!
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	Other activities you can do together are at the end of each lesson in your child’s science book. Look for the Take It Home! feature.
